	Prior to advancing to Level Four, all program participants must submit a proposal for a community involvement project that can be completed prior to graduation.  The project can be individualized according to participant interest.  We encourage collaboration with existing Teton County non-profits.  
	
	Projects should demonstrate personal initiative and leadership and incorporate a spirit of "giving back" to a community that has helped make this program available to you.  Projects that show potential for continued relationships or involvement beyond the project timeline are encouraged.  
	
	We do not require a minimum amount of hours for the project at this time in order to encourage creativity and start with concepts and rather start with hours and work backwards to fill them in.  We do not expect that projects will require multiple phases or periods of work and not be completed in one or two days.  Time spent planning, collaborating, preparing, cleaning up, etc. can be counted but must be documented in detail to be considered as part of project contribution.  

	We encourage you to speak with individual counselors, your probation officer, and other team members to develop ideas based on your areas of interest and in advance of submitting your proposal to the team for final review.
